b) Proforma for Windfarm Funding – This needs small adjustments proposed by   Vice-Chair Cllr D Ashton. Cllr J Manson will amend and put on the website. Cllr S Manson proposed and seconded by Cllr S Lloyd.

c) OVM Awards and Thank-you letters – Cllr D Pugh stated he would like to defer this until the next meeting as he needed to prove how the previous Council won these awards and would prove how the Council was also engaging with other communities. This was agreed to defer to the October meeting.

d)  Proposal for Community Project led by students at Ysgol Dyffryn Trannon - Cllr J Manson advised that as a new school link Governor to the Community Council, she had made a proposal to the Headteacher and Governing Body (as outlined in the Community Engagement Plan) suggesting that a group of students plan various community projects and then via a series of oral and written presentations bid for funding from the Community Council to implement the projects. This would be to an overall value of approximately £300.

All Councillors were in agreement in principle, and the students would probably present their projects next summer.
